I had the opportunity recently to attend a very interesting
seminar. It was called "The Renewable Organization." It's run
by a group of Lutheran clergy and lay folks who want to
challenge and equip church leaders and the leaders of other
Faith-based Organizations to come to "a hew way of seeing the
world as the arena of God's activity and thinking about their role
in it as a co-creator in God's mission with God and with the
world" (The Future Starts Now page 15). In the seminar they laid out
their system for doing this.

Instead of dwelling on what they don't have and letting
that prevent them from trying new things, leaders set
people free to imagine and innovate, experiment and
engage.”

"What the church needs today isn't a bailout. It needs a backbone. The church needs to
be brave enough to ask the right questions, listen for what God is saying, and step into
this emerging future, confident in God's promise and power. The church needs to stop
fighting over things that don't matter and clinging to structures that don't work anymore.
The church needs to be ready to follow wherever God leads next."
I think we want to be ready at LOG to do just that. Let the fun begin.
